¶ NEW BUSINESS GUIDANCE UPDATES (as of 10/6/2020) to Washington's Safe Start reopening plan:    

o Libraries  These guidelines will align regulations with that of museums, allowing some 

indoor activity in Phase 2 at 25% capacity.  Read the full guidance here.  

o Youth/Adult Sports  These guidelines will align school related and non-school related sports 

guidance. Tournaments and crowds are prohibited in counties that aren’t in the low-risk 

category, but these guidelines will allow more school and non-school sports, both indoor 

and outdoor, according to a combination of local metrics. These metrics are aligned with 

state metrics for school opening recommendations. It also provides specific protocols for 

transportation, group size and facial coverings. Read the full guidance here.  

o Movie Theaters These guidelines will allow for occupancy in Phase 2 at 25% and 50% in 

Phase 3. Theater attendees will be required to maintain a 6 feet social distance between 

households, and to wear facial coverings at all times when not eating and drinking.  Read 

the full guidance here.  

o Restaurants  These guidelines will move alcohol cutoff from 10 PM to 11 PM for Phases 2 

and 3, as well as eliminates the indoor household member restriction for indoor dining. 

Additionally, the guidelines will allow for the increase of table size to six in Phase 2 and eight 

in Phase 3. Read the full guidance here.  

o Wedding Receptions  These guidelines will increase the total number of wedding reception 

attendees to 50 in Phase 3.  Read the full guidance here.  

o Retail Events (craft sales shows, etc.)  These guidelines will expand the miscellaneous 

venues guidance to allow outdoor retail event shows in Phase 3 only, capping attendance to 

200 people. Read the full guidance here.  

o Real Estate These guidelines will allow for open houses, but limit attendance by the 

counties' gathering size limit in accordance to their Phase. Read the full guidance here.  

o Outdoor recreation (running/bicycling/etc.)  These guidelines will provide protocols for 

Phases 2 and 3 for races, bicycle tours and rides, runs, cross country skiing races, biathlons, 

canoe and kayak races, marathons, cross country running competitions, triathlons, and 

multi-sport competitions with more than 12 participants.  Read the memo here.  Read the 

full guidance here.  

o Water Recreation Facilities  This guidance updates the current guidance for water 

recreational activities and facilities in Modified Phase 1, Phase 2 and Phase 3 counties.  Read 

the memo here.

The application is simple 
and requires a $7 application fee. The advisory board looks for women with passion and a good 
story. 

ü Tory Burch Foundation - The Tory Burch Foundation offers female entrepreneurs affordable 
loans by connecting women with community lenders It is open to businesses operating for at 
least two years that have a satisfactory credit rating. 

ü Cartier Women’s Initiative Awards - The Cartier Women’s Initiative Awards may fit your needs. 
The winner receives $20,000 in funding and one year of coaching as well as access to an array of 
networking opportunities. To participate, submit your business proposal online. Finalists fly to 
France to present their business plans and projects in front of a panel. That alone makes it an 
attractive award opportunity. 

ü FedEx Think Bigger Small Business Grant Program - The FedEx program, Think Bigger program is 
held annually. It has a public voting component to it, giving you a good marketing opportunity as 
well.

To be eligible for 
the extra benefits, one must receive at least $100 as part of his or her regular UI, meaning that 
those who receive less than $100 state WBA are ineligible for this stimulus. This is in contrast with 
the $600 FPUC where everyone who was eligible for at least $1 in benefits would receive the extra 
funds. The LWA is funded by the U.S. Department of Homeland Security’s Federal Emergency 
Management Agency (FEMA). Check out the State Tracker here. "NOT PAID" simply means state has 
not yet applied to FEMA for funds.

ü The Open Public Meetings Act extension suspends certain statutes in the Open Public Meetings 

Act and the Public Records Act involving time frames for responding to requests because of 
physical building closures due to COVID-19. It also lets public agencies in Phase 3 offer an in-
person component to meetings that are held remotely, at their discretion. 

ü The DOH health care facilities and hand sanitizer extension waives DOH health care facility 
licensing requirements and loosens restrictions on hand sanitizer manufacturing. 

ü The DSHS Developmental Disabilities Administration Assessments and Reviews proclamation 20-
62 waives and suspends some legal provisions regarding in-person reviews and on-site 
assessments during statutory timelines. 

ü Proclamation 20-63 authorizes the Department of Social and Health Services to expand 
eligibility for the agency’s Family Emergency Assistance Program to include individuals and 
families without children.

The order requires face 
coverings while in indoor public spaces or outside if people can’t stay 6 feet apart from others.

¶ Governor expands protections for high risk workers. Governor Inslee issued a revised proclamation 
giving high-risk workers the right to protect themselves from COVID-19 without jeopardizing their 
employment status or loss of income.  The proclamation provides older workers and those with 
underlying health conditions a series of rights and protections, including: 
ü The choice of an alternative work assignment, including telework, alternative or remote work 

locations if feasible, and social distancing measures. 
ü The ability to use any accrued leave or unemployment benefits if an alternative work 

assignment is not feasible and the employee is unable to safely work. Employers must maintain 
health insurance benefits while high risk employees are off the job. 

ü Employers are prohibited from permanently replacing high-risk employees. 
ü High-risk individuals are defined by the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention (CDC) and 

specifically include: 
ü 65 years of age or older; and 
ü People of all ages with underlying medical conditions, particularly if not well controlled. 
ü The proclamation was extended through August 1.

1. New!  Did you know that SBA's Lender Match tool helps connect minority-owned businesses with SBA-

approved CDFIs and small lenders?  Here's how it works:

2. The LWA (Lost Wages Assistance) Program, authorized by Presidential Memorandum, provides up to 

$400 per week in additional benefits. $300 is funded at the federal level while 25% ($100) is optional 

and contributed by the state if it chooses to do so. Most states do not have the budget to add the extra

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$100 so the stimulus benefit total for most claimants will be $300. To be eligible for the extra benefits, 

one must receive at least $100 as part of his or her regular UI, meaning that those who receive less than 

$100 state WBA are ineligible for this stimulus. This is in contrast with the $600 FPUC where everyone 

who was eligible for at least $1 in benefits would receive the extra funds. The LWA is funded by the U.S. 

Department of Homeland Security’s Federal Emergency Management Agency (FEMA). Check out the 

State Tracker here. "NOT PAID" simply means state has not yet applied to FEMA for funds. 

 

3. The Employee Retention Tax Credit - The Coronavirus Aid, Relief, and Economic Security (CARES) Act 

created a new employee retention tax credit for employers who are closed, partially closed, or 

experiencing significant revenue losses as a result of COVID-19. 

 

4. Two leave-sharing programs are available to employers during the COVID-19 pandemic: major disaster 

leave-sharing programs and medical emergency leave-sharing programs.  These leave-sharing programs 

may allow employees to donate paid leave to co-workers affected by COVID-19.  When properly 

structured under Internal Revenue Service (“IRS”) guidance, the donated leave is excluded from the 

gross income of the donor employee.  Find more info here.  More recently (June 11, 2020), the IRS 

published Notice 2020-46, which permits employers to establish an additional type of leave-sharing 

program: a leave-based donation program under which employees can donate vacation, sick, or 

personal leave in exchange for cash payments that the employer makes to a charitable organization 

described in Internal Revenue Code (the “Code”) Section 170(c) (a “Section 170(c) Organization”)

4. SBA Debt Relief  The SBA is providing a financial reprieve to small businesses during the COVID-19 

pandemic.  Additional SBA Debt Relief Information 
 

5. Economic impact payment information   On March 30, the Treasury Department and the Internal 
Revenue Service announced that distribution of economic impact payments will be distributed 
automatically within the next three weeks, with no action required for most people. However, some 
taxpayers who typically do not file returns will need to submit a simple tax return to receive the 
economic impact payment. 

 

¶ Who is eligible for the economic impact payment?  Tax filers with adjusted gross income up to 
$75,000 for individuals and up to $150,000 for married couples filing joint returns will receive the 
full payment. For filers with income above those amounts, the payment amount is reduced by $5 
for each $100 above the $75,000/$150,000 thresholds. Single filers with income exceeding $99,000 
and $198,000 for joint filers with no children are not eligible. Social Security recipients and railroad 
retirees who are otherwise not required to file a tax return are also eligible and will not be required 
to file a return.

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¶ Eligible taxpayers who filed tax returns for either 2019 or 2018 will automatically receive an 
economic impact payment of up to $1,200 for individuals or $2,400 for married couples and up to 
$500 for each qualifying child. 

 
6. Tax return extension information  Some people have not filed their 2019 tax returns, but that's OK. The 

filing deadline has been extended to July 15. The IRS also says that people who have filed or plan to can 
still expect to receive a refund if they are owed one. 
 

7. Student loans  To provide relief to student loan borrowers during the COVID-19 national emergency, 
federal student loan borrowers are automatically being placed in an administrative forbearance, which 
allows you to temporarily stop making your monthly loan payment. This suspension of payments will 
last until Sept. 30, 2020.  NEW 4/21/20:  If you have private student loans, Washington State has 
secured relief options with many private student loan servicers to expand on the protections the federal 
government granted to federal student loan borrowers. These new options stand to benefit thousands 
of Washington borrowers with privately held student loans.  Under this new initiative, Washington 
borrowers with commercially-owned Federal Family Education Program Loans (FFELP) or privately held 
student loans who are struggling to make their payments due to the COVID-19 pandemic may be eligible 
for expanded relief. Borrowers in need of assistance should immediately contact their student loan 
servicer to learn about the options that are appropriate to their circumstances. 
 

8. Fully refundable tax credit for businesses  The CARES Act establishes a fully refundable tax credit for 
businesses of all size that are closed or distressed to help them keep workers on the payroll. The goal is 
to get those employees hired back or put on paid furlough to make sure they have jobs to return to. The 
credit covers to 50 percent of payroll on the first $10,000 of compensation, including health benefits, for 
each employee. 

 

¶ For employers with more than 100 full-time employees, the credit is for wages paid to employees 
when they are not providing services because of the coronavirus. Eligible employers with 100 or 
fewer full-time employees could use the deduction even if they aren't closed. 

 
9. Families First Coronavirus Response Act Questions and Answers  As provided under the legislation, the 

U.S. Department of Labor will be issuing implementing regulations. Additionally, as warranted, the 
Department will continue to provide compliance assistance to employers and employees on their 
responsibilities and rights under the FFCRA. 
 

10. Moratoriums on evictions and foreclosures 
  

¶ A borrower with a federally backed mortgage experiencing financial hardship due to coronavirus 
may also request a forbearance for up to 180 days, which may be extended for another 180 days at 
the request of the borrower. 
 

¶ The law allows multifamily housing owners with a federally backed mortgage to request a 
forbearance for up to 30 days, which can be extended by another 60 days at the request of the 
borrower, on the condition that they agree not to evict tenants or charge tenants’ late fees. 

 

¶ The bill also institutes a moratorium on filings for evictions for renters in homes covered by a 
federally backed mortgage for 120 days of enactment.

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11. Relief for HUD Section 108 Borrowers Impacted by Coronavirus  Many communities used Section 108 

funds to make loans to businesses undertaking economic development projects. Some of these 
businesses are experiencing reductions in revenue due to the economic impact of coronavirus and are 
now requesting relief, e.g., forbearance on their payment obligations under their loans.   
 

12. Check your bank account. If you qualified for a government stimulus rebate via direct deposit, it should 
be there.  The Internal Revenue Service started depositing the money on April 15, 2020.  If the money 
isn’t there, consumers can go to a new IRS site, Get My Payment, that will allow people to check the 
status of their rebate. It should include the date the payment would be deposited or mailed.

billion immediate relief program provides critical support to our farmers and ranchers, maintains the 
integrity of our food supply chain, and ensures every American continues to receive and have access to 
the food they need.  
 
¶ Direct Support to Farmers and Ranchers: The program will provide $16 billion in direct support 

based on actual losses for agricultural producers where prices and market supply chains have been 
impacted and will assist producers with additional adjustment and marketing costs resulting from 
lost demand and short-term oversupply for the 2020 marketing year caused by COVID-19.  USDA 
announced farm loan flexibilities, deferrals (PDF, 243 KB), and maturity extensions 
 

¶ USDA Purchase and Distribution: USDA will partner with regional and local distributors, whose 
workforce has been significantly impacted by the closure of many restaurants, hotels, and other 
food service entities, to purchase $3 billion in fresh produce, dairy, and meat.

15. New on 7/13/20 Changes to the Women-Owned Small Business (WOSB) Certification Process Start 
July 15.  Being certified for the WOSB Federal Contracting Program means your business is eligible to 
compete for contracts that are set aside for WOSBs and economically disadvantaged WOSBs (EDWOSB) 
and sole-source federal contracts within eligible industries. That reduces your competition and opens 
doors to new lines of revenue in government contracting.  Starting July 15, you may either apply 
through the SBA's new free online certification; or, certify through an approved third-party entity at a 
cost.

5. New on 7/10/20 Yesterday, Gov. Jay Inslee issued new proclamations and extended two others related 
to COVID-19 response: 
ü The Open Public Meetings Act extension suspends certain statutes in the Open Public Meetings 

Act and the Public Records Act involving time frames for responding to requests because of 
physical building closures due to COVID-19. It also lets public agencies in Phase 3 offer an in-
person component to meetings that are held remotely, at their discretion. 

ü The DOH health care facilities and hand sanitizer extension waives DOH health care facility 
licensing requirements and loosens restrictions on hand sanitizer manufacturing. 

ü The DSHS Developmental Disabilities Administration Assessments and Reviews proclamation 20-
62 waives and suspends some legal provisions regarding in-person reviews and on-site 
assessments during statutory timelines.

¶ SharedWork program helps businesses keep employees at reduced hours.  ESD's SharedWork allows 
employers flexibility to retain workers at reduced hours. The program offers partial unemployment 
benefits to workers whose hours are reduced by as much as 50 percent. Employees can begin to 
return to work and earn nearly a full paycheck. 

 
12. Washington State Department of Financial Institutions - guide for families who need financial 

assistance including:  
 

¶ Mortgage Assistance: If you do not have enough money to cover your mortgage payment, contact 
your lender immediately. Homeowners in distress may call DFI’s toll-free number 1-877-RING-DFI 
(746-4334) to talk to a member of our team and to get assistance in how best to contact their 
mortgage servicer, and to learn more about their options.   
 

¶ Paying Student Loans:  If you’re having trouble making payments, there may be assistance available 
to you. The CARES Act provides relief for most federal student loan borrowers. If you have private 
student loans, Washington State has secured relief options with many private student loan servicers 
to expand on the protections the federal government granted to federal student loan borrowers. 
These new options stand to benefit thousands of Washington borrowers with privately held student 
loans.  Under this new initiative, Washington borrowers with commercially-owned Federal Family 
Education Program Loans (FFELP) or privately held student loans who are struggling to make their 
payments due to the COVID-19 pandemic may be eligible for expanded relief. Borrowers in need of 
assistance should immediately contact their student loan servicer to learn about the options that 
are appropriate to their circumstances. 

  
¶ Paying Rent:  If you are unable to make your full rent payment, contact your landlord immediately 

and try to work out an agreement. The Department of Housing and Urban Development offers 
counseling from organizations that can help you make the right decisions and point you towards the 
right resources.  Governor Jay Inslee Announces Temporary Moratorium on Residential Evictions 
 

¶ Paying Credit Cards:  If you have seen a reduction in pay due to COVID-19 and are struggling to make 
your credit card or loan payments, contact your credit card company right away. Explain your 
situation and ask about hardship programs that may be available. Regulatory agencies have 
encouraged financial institutions to work with customers impacted by the coronavirus.  Credit card 
companies and lenders may be able to offer you a number of options to help you. This could include 
waiving certain fees like ATM, overpayments, and late fees, as well as allowing you to delay, adjust, 
or skip some payments.

18. Flexibility for tax collections   
The Washington State Department of Revenue will have authority to waive suspend penalties and 
interest on certain late tax payments. The state will create payment plans on the core amount businesses 
owe without filing tax liens in federal courts. These measures would be in force for at least 30 days. These 
measures waive late filing fees for property tax exemption renewals; business license renewal late fees; 
and excise tax interest on B&O, real estate sales, and other taxes the department administers, including 
interest related to tax preferences for biotechnology and medical device manufacturing.  All of these tax-
related measures are retroactive to Feb. 29, the date the governor initially declared a state of emergency.
